Here is 
what Brett Schneider , Logistics and Continuous Improvement Manager, had to say about the 
company’s efforts. 

 Hexcel Corporation has hosted the APICS Certified in Production and Inventory Management 
(CPIM) courses over the past year.  The first class of Hexcel Corporation employees completed 
the five APICS CPIM courses this summer.  The Hexcel Corporation employees immediately put 
the APICS education to work. 

From students and managers we learn the following: 

APICS Education has standardized our Operations and Supply Chain terminology throughout the 
plant, provided a standard on the “correct” or generally accepted way of doing things, provided 
instruction on commonly used principles where we have been able to create solutions/tools to 
solve historical problems in several areas, to include Operations, Purchasing, Scheduling, Master 
Scheduling, and Sales & Operations Planning. 

The basic principles have encouraged us to turn on modules not used for quite sometime within 
our current MRP system, which has allowed for improved inventory and scheduling actions. 

We have substantially increased our ability to manage inventory, manage 
delivery (decreased late delivery significantly), and our operations efficien-
cies through decreased schedule changes, improved floor metrics, and func-
tioning S&OP meetings. 

In addition to the above mentioned efficiencies, we have put in place tools 
to facilitate increased communication with Customer Service and Product 
Management and we have formalized an S&OP process that has enabled us 
to manage the current business climate more effectively. 

Overall, the APICS students at Hexcel Corporation now have an understand-
ing of the “bigger picture” and additional tools that enable them to make 
better operational decisions and influence others to do the same.  They have 
a better and broader understanding of how decisions can create havoc 
(extra work and increased costs) for, or harmony with, the supply chain, lo-
gistics, inventory control, quality, manufacturing and other departments.
